Title of the Practice:   Walking the Talk: Ohio Academic Content Standards

Program Status Prior to Implementing Practice (100 word max)

The No Child Left Behind Act of 2001 required States to establish Academic Content Standards and to assess student achievement in those content areas in order to receive federal funding.   Local youth providers struggled to connect with schools with the implementation of No Child Left Behind because schools could no longer have cultural or enrichment programming if it did not address Academic Content Standards.  
Description of Practice (300 word max)

Launched in 2003, the Clark Community Cultural Consortium meets during the school year with presentations made by community leaders, marketing specialists, school teachers and administrators as well as curriculum specialists to train youth providers in how to create and market programs for school students that meet Ohio’s Academic Content Standards.  In addition, the Clark Community Cultural Consortium hosts an online directory of 43 local youth providers and their programming at http://www.cccconsortium.com.  The Clark Community Cultural Consortium is a free program for local youth providers funded by the Turner Foundation.   
Evidence of Impact/ Results

Clark Community Cultural Consortium youth providers reached over 19,000 students and over 400 teachers during the 2008-2009 school year.   Forty three local youth providers have attached Ohio Academic Content Standards to their programming.
